e Acceptance into a two or four year college/university
e Letters of recommendation from Knox County high school teachers or counselors
e General school record

To be eligible for consideration, the student must:
e Be a graduating senior from a high school within Knox County Schools

e Be accepted into a two or four year college/university
e Complete an application and submit all required attachments
